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Introduction

HITdeid is a de-identification tool, which identifies all protected health Information (PHI) present in English clinical data including electronic medical records (EMRs). The 2014 i2b2 (Center of Informatics for Integrating Biology and Bedside) clinical natural language processing (NLP) challenge sets up a track for de-identification (track 1), and our HITdeid system, based on both machine learning and rule approaches, achieves the second best performance (micro F-scores of 91.24% under "strict" criteria). By our further efforts after this challenge, the performance of HITdeid has achieved F-scores of 93.13% under "strict" criteria on 2014 i2b2 dataset.
